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The copaVB project is moving along fairly well. There has not been too much new development on the application this month, most of the work has been focused primarily on modifying the existing features and there have been a large number of bugs that have been addressed. 


One particular feature that I have begun to rewrite is the bookmark feature. The bookmark feature was one of the first things I built for this application, and in my haste to try and move along, it was not done in the most efficient manner. The storage of bookmark elements were done using a static array bound, which is really not a preferrd solution to this particular item. I would like to make this storage item more dynamic in it’s implementation. Also I’ve included an event handler to the double click of a bookmarked item to a listbox that will quickly allow the user to jump to a bookmarked item on the recordset. The moving to a new recordset, depending on how far away the item is and how many records are cached, can take a little bit of time. To resolve this issue I have included another form with a progress bar, so that when this is going on the user will have some idea to it’s time of completion. 

There is also some backend database work that needs to be done to help resolve the issue of ‘keyword’ choices appearing on the search screen and no actual records correlating with them. This happens because the data in the application is really only a subset of the actual cache of data in the copaVb Db archive. This requires a little access programming for something called the demo application, an access application that we use to generate the backend data for the CopaVb program.

In conclusion, this month has been almost solely spent on extinguishing various bugs that have been found in the application. There are still a few more bugs and some more user error handling that needs to be implemented to make this programming project as successful as possible.
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
